e Be at least 15 years of age

o Directly supervised, i.e., within sight and sound of, a staff person who meets at least the qualifications of a
teacher

Aide Il in infant/toddler/preschool-age programs shall:

e Be at least 18 years of age

e Have worked at least six months at the center where they are now employed

e Have current certification in first aid / CPR.

o Aide Il will also complete training on policies and procedures appropriate to tasks assigned and will be given
a period of training and supervision before having any brief unsupervised access to children.

Assist/help lead teacher
with preschool activities and cleaning responsibilities. Preschool students are 3 to 5 years old.
