Junior transfers w/ (90 qtr hours or more) 
complete 3 courses in 2 areas of History, Literature, 
and/or Philosophy, plus 2 Humanities courses at WPC.

Courses may be applied toward only one area of WPC Core Studies.  The term “course” as used in the above categories (with the exception of Fine Arts and 
Physical Education) is defined as a class of one term’s duration, carrying at least three (3) quarter credits.

Associate of Arts (AA), Associate of Science (AS) or Associate of Applied Science (AAS) Degree – The courses listed 
above may be included in the AS or AAS degree programs.  Completion of the degree does NOT guarantee that students will 
be accepted as having fulfilled all lower division comprehensive and Core Studies requirements for a baccalaureate degree.  
Student should work with an Academic Advisor to plan for transfer to the school and major of their choice. 
 
Transfer without a Degree – Students may elect to earn credits and transfer to Warner Pacific without earning a degree.
